Homestead Tax Exemptions

Requirements to qualify

$25,000 HOMESTEAD EXEPTION:

In order to file for a Homestead Exemption for the first time, each person having legal title to the property and residing thereon must meet the following qualification PRIOR TO JANUARY 1 of the year in which to file:

1) Be permanently residing on the property

2) Have equitable title to the property

3) Have established permanent residence in the State of Florida by on of the following:

a) Register to vote

b) Declaration of Domicile

4) Hold valid Florida drivers license (applicant must relinquish any other state license)

5) Have Florida vehicle tags for each privately owned vehicle

FILLING DATE AND PLACE:

Initials application for Homestead exemption may be filed AT ANY TIME, in person, on or before March 1 of the year for which the exemption applies.
In order to file for a Homestead Exemption, applicants must bring with them the following documents as proof of ownership and Florida residence.

1) Voter’s card or Declaration of Domicile

2) Deed of tax bill for property

3) Florida driver’s license

4) Florida vehicle registration

ADDITIONAL EXEMPTIONS:
There are additional exemptions available such as Widow’s, Widower’s, Medical Disability and Service Connected Disabilities.
