PROBATE RULES DIFFER FOR HOMESTEAD AND NON-HOMESTEAD PROPERTY:

The probate rules regarding homestead property are different than they are for non-homestead property.  This is important to remember as subject to some exceptions, homestead property is not subject to probate administration.  As such, the personal representative cannot convey the homestead property and any warranty deeds will require the signature of all the heirs of the deceased.
